Spellings

Following updated LA guidance and training we are reviewing our Spelling Policy throughout school.  Spellings will now not be sent home for children to learn for tests.  We were finding that children were learning spelling for tests then not applying them to their written work.  Children will now be taught spelling patterns in ability groups following a two weekly programme.  This programme as recommended by the Local Authority will consist of investigations, matching activities, games etc.  Every half term children will be assessed on the spelling patterns covered.  Hopefully this new system will prove beneficial and give the children a greater understanding of spelling rules and patterns.  Spellings that you will see in your child’s homework diary will be words they repeatedly spell incorrectly in the course of their writing.  We will review this new system and keep you updated.
