School Meals – Price Increase as from 1 April 2007

The price of a school meal will increase, as from 1 April, to £1.70 per day so this will mean that the cost for a full week’s meals will be £8.50 payable in advance each Monday morning.  If your child is in credit on 30 March, after Easter, you will need to send into school an extra 20 pence for each credit along with the rest of their school meals money. If you would like any clarification on this matter please do not hesitate to telephone the school office.
