LETS ALL RECYCLE

DON’T HAVE A RUBBISH CHRISTMAS

A campaign to urge Gateshead residents to recycle an extra 1000 tonnes of waste this Christmas is being launched by Gateshead Council.  

To reach Gateshead’s recycling target of 30% by the end of March 2010 the Council are introducing the collection of used household batteries, unwanted small domestic appliances and cardboard direct from the doorstep, between 29th December 2009 and 29th January 2010.

Every resident is being issued with two plastic bags with their Council News magazine in December - one for old batteries and the other for small unwanted electrical items such as hairdryers, kettles, mobile phones and hair straighteners – so that these can be put out with their usual recycling collections or in clearly marked containers in bin stores, between 29th December 2009 and 29th January 2010.  Cardboard can be flattened and secured alongside the recycling box or placed in bin stores, and will be collected throughout the same period.  

The Council is also organising for real Christmas tree collections to take place in early January to save people a trip to their recycling centre. Residents just need to put out their real Christmas tree - minus baubles, tinsel and lights - from 7.30am for collection on either 7th or 8th January 2010 depending upon where in Gateshead they live.

Christmas cards can also be recycled this year at Gateshead Civic Centre, public libraries, TK Maxx, Marks ‘n’ Spencers and WH Smith in association with Woodlands Trust.  Look out for recycling points!

There will be no Green-it collections in December, January and February but these will start again in March 2010.
