Now I shall ring the bell to show

the gods that the worshipers are here.

We then look forward to having tika marks 

placed on our head, to show we have been

here.  I’ts nearly time to go but first

we have to put money near the murti.

Divali is celebrated by people all over the world

In India they set of fireworks, lighting up the house with Divas and you can also put 

Divali cards up. Does this sound the same as

What Christians do, yes?  They set off Fireworks on bonfire night  and set up Christmas
Trees , lights and Christmas cards to celebrate Christmas.
