As a result of this he has been charged with man slaughter. A passenger on the tram said “When the tram started to rall doon the bank a thought a was ganna die!” A surviving passer by was quick to add, “It was not the drivers fault he did not know how to drive a tram properly it  was the tram services fault and it is not fair that Lenord was charged of man slaughter and one of the worst things was he was only in the company 2 months”
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
